Further, each party holds privity of contract with the customer’s original purchase order. They are independent contractors and are responsible for their own employees.

The MAS CTA Lead and MAS CTA Member(s) agree that it will provide sufficient quantities of the offered products and services to meet the Federal Government’s needs for the duration of the MAS contract periods and any extensions thereof. MAS CTA Lead and MAS CTA Member(s) understand that all offered products and services must be compliant with all requirements of the MAS Solicitation including, but not limited to, Commercial Product Certification, the Trade Agreements Act (TAA), Prohibited Products and Services, Comprehensive Procurement Guideline (CPG) Program and Environmental Attributes. Further, the MAS CTA Lead and MAS CTA Member(s) are responsible for TAA compliance and Country Of Origin accuracy for their respective products and services offered under their MAS contracts and to provide Country of Origin information.
The MAS CTA Lead will be responsible for all communications with the ordering agency regarding the MAS CTA order/BPA, including submission of quotes and other administrative communications. Also, the MAS CTA Lead will receive the MAS CTA order/BPA call and be responsible for coordinating orders/calls with the MAS CTA Member(s).
The MAS CTA Lead will invoice the Government client upon completion and acceptance of each MAS CTA order/BPA call. The MAS CTA Lead will remit payment to the MAS CTA Member(s) within X days of receiving payment from the Government client. Additionally, each MAS CTA Member is responsible for tracking and reporting its own sales[footnoteRef:1] IAW the terms and conditions of the MAS contract and for paying the related IFF. [1:  Any order incentives or administrative fees shall not be reported as MAS sales/IFF-eligible.] 

Note: Under a MAS CTA Agreement, the MAS CTA Lead and each MAS CTA Member maintains privity of contract and is responsible for their portion of the work per the terms and conditions set forth in their MAS contract. MAS contracts contain clause I-FSS-40, Contractor Team Arrangements, which state that contractors participating in contractor team arrangements must abide by all terms and conditions of their respective contracts.
